Wait until there is uniform turf coverage, with a

height of /4 to 3/ inches, before the first mowing.

The mower should have a smooth front roHer, not

a grooved, af this time. Clippings should not be
collected at this point, as to assist in the establishment
of a biomass that will protect the plant from damage.
During this early stage apply light weekly topdressing
to cover the clippings then smooth any roughness in
the surface to accelerate filling in the turfgrass canopy.
The turf should reach the desired mowing height in six
fo seven weeks after the first mowing.

Fertilization

After the turfgrass has grown in, fertilizer applications
should be kept light and infrequent, and can be
accomplished by the use of a fertigation system or a
soluble product. Only irrigate when necessary. To fill
the soil profile to field capacity or to flush salts from
the soil profile, stretch the time between irrigation
cycles as long as possible. This will vary according to
the time of year, but it is possible to go up to 10 days
or longer, only hitting hot spofs if required.

Aeration

Aeration needs will vary from course to course based
on soil type, fraffic and growing conditions. Most golf
courses aerate two fo three times a year — typically in
the spring, early summer, and fall.

Topdressing

Topdressing varies depending on management style,
ranging from light, weekly applications to once a
month when verticutting. As with all bentgrass get
as much topdressing into the playing surface as
possible by opening up the canopy using groomers,
verticutting, grooving, or spiking.
