Antifoam: Use 0.5-2 ounces of GUNDOWN ELITE per 100
gallons of solution.

General Defoamer: Use 0.5-4 ounces of GUNDOWN ELITE per
100 gallons of solution.

MIXING:

In the absence of specific mixing instructions found on the
pesticide label, fill the spray tank with at least 50% of the desired
finished carrier volume.
